OPEN NEW FOOD is a LEONARDO Project of Transference of Innovation. The main objective of the Open New Food is to increase the awareness and competences of the managers of the Traditional Food Industries SMEs, about Collaborative Food Product Development in order to boost the “integrated value chain model” of food production, through the cooperation of transnational partners. This will increase greatly the optimization of the whole process and therefore the development of products that fit better with the target groups’ requirements.
